Differentiation Tip: PMI Charts

One way to differentiate assessment is through the Plusses, Minuses and Interesting/Intriguing (PMI) chart. Through this chart or graphic organizer, students examine the “+”, “-“, and Interesting things associated with a topic, idea or decision.  

For example, a student can use a PMI chart to help organize their thoughts about making a decision (like getting a pet), evaluating the pros and cons of a debate topic (like examining the implications of the adoption of a new invention), or comparing the advantages and disadvantages of an action (like thinking about what would happen if going to school was not mandatory). 
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
