A Question-Tac-Toe is a menu of questions that can help students think at different levels of Bloom’s taxonomy.  This strategy allows you to differentiate assignments over the course of a unit of study. By using a menu like this, you give students a chance to participate in activities or create end products appropriate for their individual learning styles.
Step by Step

· On the Question-Tac-Toe grid (see the following page), create a menu of possible activities, questions, and/or end products students can respond to. 
· Post the grid on a bulletin board in your classroom or use it as a handout for each student.

· Have student choose at least three of the questions-perhaps one from each line-to answer over a period of time.

· In order to differentiate the Question-Tac-Toes based on your student readiness, their interests or how they learn, assign students different questions to answer.

A Question-Tac-Toe can be a great way to honor individual learning styles and readiness levels.
