Planning for GRR Focus Lesson
1.   Determine the essential standard requiring addition support for student mastery
· Ask yourself if the textbook supports students’ learning sufficiently

2.   Determine the focus and create lesson objective and purpose statements

· Break down standard, if necessary

· Decide how to connect objective to students’ lives

3. Decide upon CONCEPT or SKILL
· If initial instruction=concept

· If practice/apply concept=skill
4. Check for skill steps. What will students do to understand the skill step?
· Clear language

· Explicit language

· Manageable steps

5. How will/was the Focus Lesson introduced? 
Teacher step only
· Materials

· Scenario

6. What multiple examples will be used   Teacher step initially, then whole group student practice
· Materials/resources

7. Choose Graphic organizer to collect thinking   Students will use
· Publisher provided, Thinking Maps, Teacher Created
8. Sentence/Paragraph frame 
Students will use orally and in writing
· Language focus – Function/purpose, form/grammatical structure, or academic vocabulary

 This will be come language objective
· Generic or specific

· Addresses student challenges. May consider addressing multiple CELDT levels.
· Explicitness

9. Planning for Think Alouds

· Determine where to stop and demonstrate

· What are the cognitive processes you will share
· What are common student errors
· Where will students stop and practice cognitive process
10. Check on Think Aloud traits:

· Use “I” (first person)
· Describe decisions, steps
· Evaluate success

· Be Concise; Avoid too many details think about how an expert does it
· Use and authentic, informal style
· Name/Label what you are doing and why you chose this thinking process
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
