Consumer Directed Attendant Support

Families with a young adult over 18 who needs adult supervision and care,  should contact a San Juan Basin Health Department  "single entry point" person listed below to discuss this program. The youth can still be enrolled in high school.

This program is "Consumer Directed Attendant Support" or CDAS.  It can provide pay for the caregiver and allow them to hire additional services.  They access Medicaid, so a family can't use another program at the same time (like Community Connections Inc.).  Both are adult support services.  The difference is CCI provides the staff, homes, social opportunities and work assistance, while with this program a relative or trusted person is trained to coordinate services.  One of the services can allow the parent or current caregiver to be paid up to 40 hours a week for care.  Also Registered Nurses, Nursing Assistants and other specialists can part of the care team.

Being a federal program, of course there is quite a process, and for that they will need to ask the contact people.  Please share this with any families or caregivers you know.
