Training Advanatage (TTA).  Seniors need to apply before, not after they graduate.  This doesn't work for those who say they want to go to 4 year college, or want to get a job right after HS, but it can be really a great help for those students who really have a career training in mind that results in a certificate

Another good example is the truck driver training or CNA

All the colleges have academic skills requirements (ACCUPLACER TEST), and many students may need to take remedial courses to enter a certificate program, so it's not all for everyone.

Talk to your graduating seniors and let me know if anything like this appeals to them and I will arrange to have them meet with TTA.  They need to produce all the documents (birth cert., drivers license, tax return for THEM (not family ).  
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
