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According to CDE, measurable postsecondary goals
· Must be based upon Age Appropriate Transition Assessment

· Must be countable – does it describe observable outcome?

· Must be focused on Post High School

· Is an OUTCOME not a process

· Must have postsecondary education/training, and employment goal

· May have Independent Living Skill goal when appropriate

The following statements may be used as “stem” statements to help create meaningful and measurable post school goals.  These “stems” should remain just that and should become the basis for more detailed and descriptive postsecondary goals.  These “stems” would be appropriate for the beginning phases of transition planning, but as a student approaches the time they will exit public education, these statements should become more and more specific. 
Statements for the Postsecondary Education / Training Goals

Use one of these statements.  Add more information as the student progresses.  
· After high school student will attend a 4 year college…..

· After high school student will attend a 2 year community college…

· After high school student will attend technical training…
· After high school student will attend a short-term training program…

· After high school student will participate in on-the-job training through employment…

· After high school student will enlist and be trained in the Military/Armed Services…
· After high school student will participate in training with the local community center board.

· After high school student will not work or participate in training until support services are available from the local community center board.
· Due to the significant support needs of this student, there are no postsecondary education goals. (rare)
Statements for the Postsecondary Employment Goal:

Use one of these statements.  Add more detail as the student progresses. 
· After high school the student will be employed full time in competitive paid employment……..
· After high school student will be employed part time in competitive paid employment……..
· After high school the student will be employed in competitive employment with short- term support…….

· After high school the student will be employed in a supported paid position….
· After high school the student will work at a volunteer position in the community with support………..
· After high school the student will be employed by the military. 
· After high school the student will be employed in a family member’s home or business…..
You can add more specifics to the above statements as the student refines his/her interest.

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Post Secondary Independent Living Goals
Only needed for students with significant needs (SLIC, HOH, Deaf, Blind, MH, AUT)

These “stem” statements may be helpful when determining what types of independent living SKILLS a student might need to identify for their postsecondary goals.  
· After high school student will live independently.
· After high school student will live at home and participate to the maximum extend possible in his daily routines…….

· After high school student will live an home and communicate his/her needs to caregivers
· After high school student will live alone or with a roommate in a home/apartment without supervision

· After high school student will live alone or with a roommate in a home/apartment with supervision
· After high school student will live with 24/7 support at ...
