I Am Student, Hear Me Think

Lesson Summary


Each student will create a Photostory that presents himself or herself  as a  student.  The big questions they will be answering are:  Who am I as a student?  As a student what are my strengths? 

Students will each create their own Photostory, however, during the production time, students will be working together to scan examples of their work, choose music, discuss the relevance of the photos they have chosen and evaluate their final product.

Photostory is a software program that allows students to create personal photo collages with narration.  Students will choose from a pool of photographs that have been taken by our class over the course of the year.  Students will also take additional photos of themselves participating in various activities in our classroom.  In addition, students will scan their classroom work and art projects to create images that they can put in their Photostory.  

The final product will be presented on a Smartboard during the student-led parent teacher conference.  Students will present the Photostory and will reflect on the process as part of the conference.

The Smartboard will be used to examine Photostories to evaluate various aspects of them.  For instance, one lesson will be cover how to evaluate Photostories for a relevant connection between narration and the picture on the screen.

The final product will be presented on the Smartboard, with the student as navigator, during their own PT conference.  

Culminating Activity

Students will present the Photostories as part of a student-led parent teacher conference.  They will present the Photostory and reflect on the process of completing this project.  Students will be prepared to respond to questions from parents concerning Photostory and the Smartboard.
