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SUMMARY

The students will explore temperature. The question is how temperature varies throughout the year. Compare each class’s temperatures throughout the day.  They will compare the three classes (morning, noon, & afternoon) temperatures by using a line graph.  The students will take daily temperature readings and record them in a weather journal. At the end of each month the class will write down the temperatures for the month on the SMARTBOARD.  The class will figure out the average temperature for the month and record it in their journal.  


At the start of the project the students were introduced to reading a thermometer using the gallery thermometer.  We compared Fahrenheit to Celsius using this thermometer.  All the students got to manipulate the thermometer using different temperatures.  Using this thermometer I presented a lesson on how to read a thermometer.    I also used a SMARTBOARD presentation with pictures of thermometers and buttons to the internet with information about temperature and uses of thermometers.  There were also displays of various types of thermometers. With this information they read the outdoor temperature located on the weather station and write it on the board for everyone to copy into their daily journal.

Becky Smith introduced Tinker Plots to my classes. We used the weather data gathered by the three classes and compared the temperatures using the Tinker Plot program on the SMARTBOARD.   

Using the board I will demonstrate how to make a line graph with the data collected.  The students will also make a line graph using five months of data.  After seven months they will be given all the collected temperature data using Tinker Plots from this information to make their own line graphs.

TECHNOLOGY

Students will use the SMARTBOARD interactive thermometer.  Data will be recorded on the SMARTBOARD.  Gallery graph paper will be used for demonstration of line graph.  Tinker Plot program will be used for comparisons of temperature throughout year and day.  Internet displayed on SMARTBOARD.
CUMULATING ACTIVITY

The students will have seven months of temperature data.  The average monthly temperatures from each class will be presented on the SMARTBOARD.  The students will make a line graph using this data.  They will write down their conclusions from the data gathered.
