Lesson Summary:

Essential Question: What are the best strategies to use for standardized tests?

Subsidiary Questions:  What do I need to study before the test?  Can I identify parts of speech?  Can I find the theme of a piece of writing and support that theme?  Do I know what is expected of an extended writing piece?  What are common mistakes made that will lower my CSAP scores?  What does every paragraph I write on CSAP need to have?


Students will be divided into groups of four or five.  The CSAP Jeopardy game will be projected onto the SmartBoard.  The first group goes up and touches the category they wish to answer.  The categories are reading, writing, grammar, and extended writing.  All category questions are CSAP released items, increasing with difficulty proportionally to the point value of the questions.  Each group collaborates to determine and write their answer to the question on a small dry erase board given to their group.  Once answers have been displayed, groups will come up and click on their answer.  The wrong answer leads to an entertaining animated gif.  The correct answer explains CSAP strategies that work.  If the group that chose the category chose the correct answer, they are given the full points awarded.  The other groups get one half the points for being correct.  The next group then gets to choose the category and point value, also getting the opportunity to receive the full points if answered correctly.  This format of having everyone answer ensures that every student thinks about every question.  At the end of the game, each student will write a technique they use that helps them with CSAP on the SmartBoard.  This brainstorm will be printed at the end of the day, handed out to them shortly before CSAP and reviewed.

Technology Integration:


The SmartBoard will be touched by the students to select questions and answers, then written on in the end in a brainstorming activity.

Culminating Activity:


Again, the brainstorming activity in the end will serve as a reminder to students techniques that will enable them to be successful on CSAP.

Assessment:


The students will assess their learning through group deliberation on correct answers.  The teacher will tally points and award prizes to winning groups.  Also, the teacher will note the standard area that is missed the most and provide additional instruction in that area.  There are no rubrics.
